The Name
A name is used to identify someone or something to others. Everything in the world has a name attached to it---even inanimate objects. The name of an object gives it power because it tells us what that object is used for. The Bible says that Jesus was given a name above all names---a name to which every knee should bow and every tongue will confess that Jesus Christ is Lord. We are told to call upon His name. These are just a few of the things the Bible says about the name of Jesus. In Bible times and even today—a name is given to signify who someone is or what something is. Let’s look at a few of the names that God has used to reveal Himself from a Biblical perspective. In the Old Testament the name “Jehovah” was used, which literally means, self-Existent or Eternal One. “God” means the supreme Divinity; figuratively, a magistrate, which tells us He has all authority, but this does not reveal His name.

The name “Jesus” comes from the Hebrew word Jehoshua, and literally means the name of our Lord. Jesus is our Lord and Savior. He is a great source of power that many times does not get tapped into. In our greatest times of need and despair where do we go? There is a scripture that says, “The name of the LORD is a strong tower: the righteous runneth into it, and is safe” (Proverbs 18:10).
The proverb is telling us that there is a safe place to run to. “Strong tower” means strength in various applications force, security, majesty, praise. The name of the Lord is an unlimited source of power. He is an ever present help in time of need. The Name of God offers us safety when applied in our lives. The enemy doesn’t want us to realize the power of the Name of Jesus because if we ever did he would have no authority in our lives. Yet this is what we have a tendency to do. This is illogical since we are turning away from the source of power. Where does this leave us? Without the power of God’s Spirit, and the authority of His name, the only choice is to turn towards things that will make us feel better temporarily. In the end these same things bring destruction. In times of trouble or failure---we should draw close to God instead of letting our failures drive us away. To be righteous means to be just and lawful. It does not mean to be perfect, but to have a desire to do what is right. When Jesus spoke to His disciples in Matthew 5:48, He told them, “be ye perfect.” He was talking about striving to become as He is. The literal meaning of the word “perfect” is to be complete in various applications of labor, growth, mental and moral character. He was talking about working towards those things. If we will run to the source of power when we are struggling---we will have a much greater chance of winning the battle. There is a great advantage in running in the right direction in any battle.
